HOLE #5:You will have to live with the
pain you caused...

If you are lucky enough to survive an accident, you
could be dealing with immense problems afterwards.
There is a chance of becoming paralyzed or severely
injuring passengers or other drivers. The most
devastating part is that your mistake could paralyze a
young child in another car, stealing numerous
opportunities from a child who was in the wrong place
at the wrong time.

The most devastating part is that the Center for Disease
Control and Prevention recently reported that:

Of the 1,347 traffic fatalities among children ages 0 to
14 years in 2008, about one out of every six (16%)
involved an alcohol-impaired driver.

Don’t punish a child who hasn’t had the opportunity to
live their life!
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Motor vehicle crashes are the number one cause of death
among teenagers ages 15-20. Drinking while under the
influence only increases your chances of death.

HOLE #2:You put other innocent people’s
lives at risk...

Underage drinking and driving is at least twice as lethal to
other people as it is to yourself. You put the lives of other
drivers and pedestrians at risk because of your poor
decisions.

Remember, you are driving a 3,000 pound vehicle that
could potentially end the life of someone else behind the
wheel. They have families and friends that love them too.
Be smart!

You will not want to live with the guilt of ending someone
else’s life. Take responsibility into your own hands, and
think of other people before driving home drunk.



HOLE #3:You will make your family and
friends suffer...

Yes, most teens realize
that what they are doing is dangerous to themselves and
to others, but do you think about the effects your death
would have on your family and close friends?
